1) Questions & Answers 

(1) Question: Drawings list the gangway as 5’ wide but the pricing schedule shows 6’. 
Can you clarify please. 
(a)  Gangway is to be 6’ wide.  

(2) I Item 11 in pricing schedule “Toe rail security system” Can you clarify exactly 
what you are looking for?  
(a) Item 11 refers to a continuous raised toe rail / wheel-guard edge along 

exposed dock edges intended to reduce the risk of mobility devices rolling off 
the dock. If supplier does not have a product to meet requirement, do not 
include price.  

(3) Would the Town like additional pricing for various types of PVC decking as they 
do vary? 
(a) Yes, please price the HDPE under item 7A, and for any additional PVC 

alternatives, provide a separate attached pricing breakdown as an optional 
schedule. 

(4) Page 13, item #2, can we include a chain anchor point in each corner of each 
floating section? 
(a) Yes, although additional chain anchor points are not required. Bidders 

may include them if they believe it improves performance, provided they are 
compatible with the proposed system and are included in the proponent’s 
pricing (no additional cost to the Town beyond the submitted proposal). Any 
such inclusions should be clearly identified in the product details / spec 
sheets. 

(5) Would Hartland require technical specifications and drawings of the aluminum 
gangway and related product? 
(a) Yes bidders must provide specification sheets for the bid submission. 

Detailed shop drawings will be required upon bid award.  
(6) Some components are retail like bumpers and lights. Will a snapshot of the 

product from online catalogue suffice? 
(a) Yes, provided it clearly identifies the manufacturer, model, and key 

specifications, and warranty information is provided where available.
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(7) There does not appear to be a field for the shipping costs however the RFP 

indicates we provide within our pricing. Should we add a field or distribute over 
individual pricing  
(a) Distribute pricing over individual items
