Part 1 General 

 
1) Questions & Answers 

(1) Question: The wooden dock option is 8' wide whereas the plastic dock option is 5' 
wide.  The system we are proposing is plastic but is also very modular; as such, 
can we provide an option that exceeds the 5' width (e.g. 6.33' wide).  Can we 
adjust the pricing form to include a plastic dock option that is 6.33' wide as well 
as a plastic dock option that is 8' wide? 
(a) Bidder may provide a separate attached pricing breakdown as an 

optional schedule, ensuring all proposed widths are documented and 
specification sheets (if applicable) are attached  

(2) The pricing form includes 80' of high-density black bumpers.  Is the intention to 
have a continuous run of bumpers on the outside edge of the dock running 80'?  
Is there a preference for vertical bumpers or horizontal bumpers?  Can we 
suggest equivalent alternatives for bumpers, positioned every X number of 
feet?   
(a) The intention is to have a continuous bumper 
(b) The preference would be to have a horizontal bumper 
(c)  Bidder may suggest alternatives using a separate attached pricing 

breakdown, ensuring specification sheets (if applicable) are attached 
(3) The pricing form references mooring chains (item 8) along with heavy duty 

connections for anchoring/attaching to moorings (item 4), however it does not 
reference the mooring weights themselves.  Will the town be supplying the 
mooring weights or is this also in scope as part of this RFP? 
(a) The mooring weights are going to be by others 

(4) The pricing form references an accessible transition dock for kayaks.  Can you 
provide more explanation as to what level of assisted launching you are seeking? 
(a) For the purposes of the pricing form, we are looking to include pricing for 

a minimum of a basic accessible transition dock suitable for kayak launching 
(i.e., stable platform, accessible clearances, and handrails as applicable). If 
the supplier offers a fully assisted or adaptive kayak launch system, we will 
welcome that as well. If the supplier offers multiple levels of accessibility 
system, they may be separated into an optional price breakdown attached to 
the bid ensuring specification sheets are included for each system. 

(5) The pricing form references 248' of toe rail security (item 11).  Can you share 
specific height and width dimensions for the security curbing? 
(a) The toe rail size can vary; however, a minimum of 2-inch rise is required. 
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(6) It is our understanding that installation is not part of the scope of this RFP - 
please confirm. 
(a) Confirmed 

(7) Can you confirm the size of the mooring chain being requested (item 8). 
(a) Mooring chains are to be sized by supplier to ensure a full working 

system. 
(8) We would like to arrange a site visit.  Can you provide a physical address of this 

site?  If possible, we would be interested in meeting with a representative of the 
town at the site.  
(a) Physical address is 365 Main Street, Hartland, NB. The area of the 

placement is not upkept during winter, so access may be limited. Also, town 
representatives are not available for on site meetings. If you would like to 
see the area via drone footage, please see the below link.
